Word: Acts 5: 42 “And daily in the temple and in EVERY HOUSE they did not cease tfeaching and preaching
Jesus as Christ.

Nofte: In a small group we get the opportunity to e not only ‘hearers’ of the word but also ‘doers’ of the

Word.

Why we need to be in a smaller group within the church family?
Lifegroups are where we Grow Spiritually

: What do we call the ministry when everyone is involved?
Body Ministry (Read 1 Cor 12: 12 — 27

: What parts of your body do you think the Lord intended you to live without?
None. All parts serve a purpose. Read 1 Cor 14: 26

: What does this verse indicate in relation to body ministry2
“Each of you” has a psalm, a teaching, a tongue, a revelation or an interpretation, etc.

: How many people can minister this way on a Sunday?
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: What aspect of ministry is in your heart o do2 Explain.

Note: The 4" reason for being in a lifegroup is we can Reach others Together.

Q: How many times have you met someone (unsaved) and just known that another Christian you knew
would be IDEAL to reach this person? Likewise small groups are like fishing with a net instead of a
single line.

Q: Can you think of a time when a friend was able to reach someone who you were not able to reach?

Read Matt 28: 19 & 20. The Great Commission.
Note: The key command is to “GO MAKE DISCIPLES”
Q: What is the difference between a disciple and a convert?

Q: What elements are required to see a new convert become a disciple as seen in Matt 28: 719, 20 and
Acts 2: 41, 462
A: Preaching, Baptism, Teaching, Fellowship from house to house.

Q: Who do you know that needs Jesus in their lives?
Q: When will you invite them to your life group?

Q: Have you asked your Life Group Facilitator to plan a social activity that you would be comfortable to
invite them to?
