Audition Requirements

Your audition will consist of:

1. An individual audition with Mrs May, Head of Creative Arts.  You will be required to present 2 polished performances;

· One of the compulsory monologues in the selection provided in this package 

· One monologue or creative piece of your own choice, whereby you choose the style of your performance (instrument, song, movement etc)
Expected Audition level

Applicants should display the ability to interpret a text applying a variety of dramatic techniques that are relevant to the content in the text, innovative and original. Applicants need to show an understanding of a range of acting techniques, ie, variety in gesture, movements, facial expressions voice clarity, tone, volume, pitch, rhythm, etc.

Note: You are required to wear clothing appropriate for your performance. It is advised that you bring necessary costumes and props. Avoid wearing unnecessary jewellery or make-up.   

Students awarded a Drama scholarship are expected to contribute to the Creative and Performing Arts Program at King’s by rehearsing and performing in two productions a year, ie, Musical, Rock Eisteddfod

 etc. This involvement furthers the development of the scholarship holder’s dramatic and performing skills, showcasing his/her talents within our school productions and to the wider community.

It is also expected that students participate in the Live Theatre Program and pursue private tuition and interests outside of school, ie, attending workshops, member of a local theatre company or young people’s theatre group, audition for Musicals or Plays, attend holiday programs/workshops.
