Audition Requirements

Your interview consists of:

1. Presentation of an Art folio, which consists of a range of art forms. The folio maybe presented in the form of photographs (good quality) or actual works of Art. It is expected that at least 5 works be presented and as previously stated, they should show the student’s skills/creativity in a range of mediums.  

2. Prospective students should also be prepared to talk about their interests in art and artists whose work they’re inspired by.

Art students awarded a Visual Art Scholarship would be expected to participate in the Creative and Performing Arts Program at King’s. Such expectations would be; involvement in designing/production of sets/props for Musical productions and Arts Showcase, Art based competitions and other school based events that require artistic input.

It would also be expected that students pursue an active interest in Visual Art outside of school, ie, a continuing practice at home, attending exhibitions, etc.
